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Dr. David Harrison McIntyre has been writing, teaching, and presenting on National Security and Homeland Security issues for 27 years. He is currently an Adjunct Faculty at the Bush School of Government and Public Service at Texas A&M University, and a Senior Fellow at the George Washington University Center for Cyber and Homeland Security. Since 2001, he has taught more than 45 university courses in Homeland Security and Emergency Management issues at Texas A&M, George Washington University, the University of Texas, and the National Graduate School.

Dr. McIntyre has recently served as Principal Investigator for graduate capstone projects that examined local use of Federal Emergency Management Agency Risk Management guidance and the application of the National Disaster Recovery Framework to critical infrastructure in Galveston after Hurricane Ike.

As a member of both the Executive Committee and Curriculum Standards Committee of the International Society for Preparedness, Resilience and Security, Dr. McIntyre is working on a project to integrate curriculum from various national security and public safety fields.
