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[bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. David T. Munro is the Director of Tribal Affairs at the U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS). In this role, he is responsible for the Department’s continuing efforts to coordinate and consult with the Nation’s 566 federally recognized American Indian and Native Alaskan governments. He serves as the main point of contact at DHS for engagement with Indian tribes and the various tribal associations. He coordinates DHS’s implementation of the President’s November 5, 2009, Memorandum on Tribal Consultation; Executive Order 13175, Consultation and Coordination with Indian Tribal Governments; the various consultation requirements established in the Homeland Security Act; and the DHS Tribal Consultation Policy.

Before assuming his current position at DHS in January 2014, Dr. Munro served for more than 7 years as the Director of the Office of Emergency Management and Grants Administration for the Morongo Band of Mission Indians. During this time, he was the point person on Homeland Security and Emergency Management issues working with the Federal, state, and local governments in support of the Morongo Nation’s programs.

From 2001–2006, Dr. Munro was the Senior Management Analyst in the City Manager’s Office at the Town of Yucca Valley, where his duties included disaster preparedness, intergovernmental and legislative affairs program management, strategic planning coordination, grants, contracts, and franchise agreement management. Prior to this local government service, Dr. Munro was an Environmental Protection Specialist for the Department of the Navy for 3 years. He also served more than 10 years on active duty in the U.S. Marine Corps as a Marine Security Guard at Marine Barracks Hawaii for 3 years and as an Explosive Ordnance Disposal Technician for more than 7 years.

Dr. Munro earned his Ph.D. in Public Policy and Administration with a specialization in Homeland Security Policy and Coordination. His dissertation and research work focused on the allocation of Federal Homeland Security grant funds to Indian tribes in California. Dr. Munro, who is an adjunct professor at the College of Safety and Emergency Services at Columbia Southern University, also holds an MBA and is a Certified Emergency Manager (CEM®).
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
