She now devotes full time to her consulting business, Emergency Planning Strategies, which she began in 2004. Emergency Planning Strategies provides emergency planning, organizational development and instructional development, and design services. She also serves as an instructor in numerous emergency management topics.

Ms. Rosgaard served for 21 years as the Director of the Emergency Services Coordinating Agency in Brier, Washington, an emergency management consortium for 10 cities in the Seattle, Washington, area. Ms. Rosgaard was responsible for organizing emergency response and recovery efforts during major emergency events and regional disasters, as well as the administration of local disaster and recovery planning, procedural development, mitigation planning, homeland security programs, public education, and first responder training programs. Ms. Rosgaard has been actively involved in the professionalization of the field of emergency management and in the advancement of emergency management education and training at the national level.
