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Dr. Christine Gibbs Springer was appointed on September 1, 2006, as Director of the Executive Master’s Degree in Crisis and Emergency Management at the University of Nevada–Las Vegas (UNLV), which was created by the Board of Regents in 2003. She is currently a Professor of Public Administration. She is also CEO of Red Tape Limited, a consulting firm established in 1994. Since 2006, Dr. Springer has overseen the restructuring of the academic program, which is the only full executive master’s degree in the country on this subject. Five hundred and seventy-five students have graduated as of July 2014.
Dr. Springer has served on Congressional Panels, developing performance metrics for Department of Homeland Security/Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) grants; on a FEMA panel to develop core competencies for college curriculum and degree programs; and on the Congressional Panel evaluating FEMA Post-Katrina (2009) and this year evaluating FEMA’s flood mapping coordination with other Federal and state and local agencies. She also serves on the Nevada Citizen Corps, The Nevada Community Organizations Active in Disasters, The Southern Nevada Medical Reserve Corps, The World Affairs Board of Directors, and the National Academy of Public Administration’s Board of Directors. Dr. Springer is a member of InfraGard, The FBI Citizens Academy, The National Preparedness Coalition, and the Nevada Commission on Homeland Security.
Dr. Springer received her undergraduate degree in English at the University of Arizona, her MPA at Arizona State University, and her Ph.D. from Indiana University.
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
