Mr. Nicholas C. Zefran currently serves as the Senior Advisor for Member Development for the AmeriCorps National Civilian Community Corps (NCCC) located in Washington, DC. For the past 15 years, he has been employed by the Corporation for National and Community Service.
AmeriCorps NCCC is a full-time, team-based residential program for men and women ages
18–24. Members live on one of five campuses located in Denver, Colorado; Sacramento, California; Vinton, Iowa; Vicksburg, Mississippi; and Baltimore, Maryland.

The mission of AmeriCorps NCCC is to strengthen communities and develop leaders through direct, team-based national and community service. In partnership with non-profit organizations, state and local agencies, and faith-based and other community organizations, members complete service projects throughout the region they are assigned.

In his current position, Mr. Zefran manages the training, education, and member development for all NCCC team leaders and members in both the traditional and FEMA Corps programs. This begins with their initial 3½-week training at the beginning of their service year, and continues on with their training and professional development and Life after AmeriCorps or career development.

Before joining the staff of AmeriCorps NCCC in 2000, Mr. Zefran served as the National Service Training Director with the National Crime Prevention Council and as Program Coordinator for the Appalachian Access AmeriCorps Program at Ohio University. Both of these programs were grantees of the Corporation for National and Community Service.

Mr. Zefran served a big part of his working life oversees in Southeast Asia. He lived and worked in Southeast Asia for 16 years, serving in the U.S. Air Force for 2 years in Thailand during the Vietnam War, and 14 years working in the refugee camps in Hong Kong, Indonesia, Thailand, and the Philippines. His work in the refugee camps included both refugee relief and development and training and education.

Mr. Zefran has earned a B.A. in Anthropology with a minor in Southeast Asian Studies from Northern Illinois University, and two Masters Degrees–an M.A. in International Studies-Southeast Asia from Ohio University and a Master of Science in Human Resource Management from Chapman University. He speaks two languages other than English: Thai and Lao.
