"We are disappointed by the report's lack of specific factual evidence, the significant inconsistencies evident between it and the findings of federal law enforcement, and the troubling mixed messages it sends about profiling," said MPAC Senior Advisor Maher Hath out.

The report is inconsistent findings from the National Intelligence Estimate released last month as well as Congressional testimony offered by Department of Homeland Security and FBI officials last month on the question of domestic radicalization. The American Arab Anti-Discrimination Committee this morning cited a number of statements made by FBI Assistant Director John Miller and DHS Secretary Michael Cher off. These and other officials have repeatedly stressed the importance of the mainstream Muslim American community in fostering integration and producing a successful and healthy younger generation."]
