IS-250 Emergency Support Function 15 (ESF15) External Affairs: A New Approach to Emergency Communication and Information Distribution 
Course Overview:  The goal of this course is to provide basic training on the concept and practical application of the ESF 15 Standard Operating Procedures to all FEMA External Affairs staff, regardless of duty station, as well as to staff in all other agency divisions and federal, tribal, state, local and Voluntary Organizations Active in Disaster (VOAD) partners. This course is offered as an Independent Study course, with an optional conference call session available to students who have additional questions. Students view videos online in conjunction with using the L250 student manual and web-based resources to complete the final exam online. 
Course Objectives: Upon completion of this course, the participant will be able to have a better understanding of how ESF 15 is activated and how the External Affairs concept helps make incident communication more integrated, comprehensive and empowered.

[Excerpt:  “WASHINGTON - Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs Committee Chairman Joe Lieberman, ID-Conn., Monday released the following statement in reaction to news reports the Administration plans to eliminate several homeland security grant programs. 

"A leaked OMB document indicates the Administration is planning to abolish the State Homeland Security Grant Program - the largest source of homeland security resources for training, planning, and equipping state and local first responders - as well as specific grant programs to improve port security, transportation security, communications interoperability, and emergency management planning, and to support firefighters. 

"If true, these proposed cuts would mark a dangerous and disingenuous u-turn in the Administration's approach to homeland security and first responders.”  [Note:  This OMB measure would completely eliminate the EMPG fund (Emergency Management Performance Grants) which is the only DHS grant directed at Emergency Managers and provides funding to enable State and local jurisdictions to maintain an emergency management cadre.}
