(9)  UTAH GAINS EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT ACCREDITATION PROGRAM (EMAP) FULL ACCREDITATION:

From Steve Detweiler's latest "Articles of Interest" last week:

"UTAH GRANTED EMAP ACCREDITATION

Utah's system for preparedness and response to disasters was granted full accreditation on June 9, 2007 by the Emergency Management Accreditation Program (EMAP).  

Emergency management accreditation represents a significant achievement.

The Utah state program documented how it meets national standards for a state's disaster preparedness and response system. To achieve accreditation, Utah took corrective steps in several areas to meet all the standards during its conditional accreditation period. There currently are 13 accredited programs in the country. These include Arizona, Florida, Illinois, Massachusetts, Montana, New York, North Dakota, Pennsylvania, Utah, Virginia, East Baton Rouge Parish (LA), Jacksonville/Duval (FL) and the District of Columbia.

"Utah has joined a select few of jurisdictions to take this important step in assuring that their constitutes have a clear understanding of the matrix used to measure the level of preparedness and they should be commended," said Ellis M. Stanley, Sr., chair of the EMAP Commission and general manager of the Los Angeles Emergency Preparedness Department. "States like Utah that work toward and achieve compliance with these standards are at the forefront in ensuring their residents are served by a comprehensive system to deal with disasters."

Accreditation is a means of demonstrating, through program assessment, documentation and on-site assessment by an independent team, that a program meets national standards. Accreditation is valid for five years from the date the EMAP Commission grants accreditation. Accredited programs must maintain compliance with EMAP standards and be reassessed in five years to maintain accredited status."
