The faculty of the Department of Urban and Regional Planning invites applicants for the tenure-track position of Risk and Safety Planner at the level of Assistant or Associate Professor.  Our faculty is part of the School of Architecture and Planning, University at Buffalo, State University of New York.  The appointment may be made as early as spring or fall 2008. Review of applications will begin on November 5, 2007, and continue until the position is filled.  

We are searching for applicants whose research and teaching interests focus on disaster and urban safety, as well as in the planning and design of infrastructure systems (especially transportation) and complex facilities.
