[Excerpt:  “As requested, the report delineates a set of near-term research priorities for emergency preparedness and response in public health systems that are relevant to the specific expertise resident at schools of public health and related fields. We understand that these priorities will be used by the Coordinating Office for Terrorism Preparedness and Emergency Response (COTPER) to develop research funding opportunity announcements that must be issued and filled, according to congressional mandate, during the 2008 fiscal year.  As described in the committee’s statement of task, the committee considered areas of interest specifically articulated in the Centers for Disease Control’s (CDC’s) Advancing the Nation’s Health: A Guide for Public Health Research Needs, 2006–2015, with special attention given to: 
Protecting vulnerable populations in emergencies (improving the identification of health vulnerability and evaluating interventions to lessen the risk of poor health outcomes); 
Strengthening response systems (developing and evaluating integrated systems of emergency public health services and incident management); Preparing the public health workforce (developing and evaluating strategies and tools to train and exercise the public health workforce to meet responsibilities for detection, mitigation, and recovery in varied settings and populations); 
Improving timely emergency communications (evaluating characteristics of effective risk communication in emergency settings and system enhancements to improve effective information exchange across diverse partners and populations under emergency conditions); and 
Improving information management to increase use (scenario modeling and forecasting; information and knowledge management tools to improve the availability and usefulness during crisis decision making).

[Excerpt: “Secretary of Homeland Security Michael Chertoff will visit the Naval Postgraduate School in Monterey on Wednesday to mark the fifth anniversary of the Navy school's Center for Homeland Defense and Security.   Founded in 2003, 179 students have graduated from the center, said spokeswoman Heather Issvoran, all to mid- to upper-level emergency management positions.  "We're celebrating five years as the nation's homeland security educator," she said. "We're definitely doing business different than we did five years ago. The center has grown in scope. Our alumni are in positions to make a difference in homeland security." The celebration will begin Tuesday. Others expected to attend are David Paulison, Department of Homeland Security's administrator of the Federal Emergency Management Agency; Joseph Billy Jr., FBI assistant director for counterterrorism; Dr. Donald Kerr, principal deputy director of National Intelligence; Brig. Gen. Christopher Miller, director of plans, policy and strategy for the U.S. Northern Command; Robert Stephan, assistant secretary for Infrastructure Protection; and Jack Tomarchio, deputy undersecretary for operations, Office of Intelligence and Analysis, both in the Department of Homeland Security; and Peter Verga, deputy assistant Secretary of Defense for Homeland Defense and Security Affairs.”] 

(5)  State of the Union Address Designated National Special Security Event:

“The U.S. Department of Homeland Security Secretary Michael Chertoff has designated the President’s State of the Union Address as a National Special Security Event (NSSE).  Secretary Chertoff has named Paul S. Morrissey, Deputy Assistant Director of the U.S. Secret Service, to serve as the Principal Federal Official (PFO) for the State of the Union Address. In his role as PFO, Deputy Assistant Director Morrissey is responsible for ensuring overall seamless coordination of the federal domestic incident management activities. 

“A number of factors are taken into consideration when designating an event as a National Special Security Event, including anticipated attendance by dignitaries and the size and significance of the event. When an event is designated an NSSE, the U.S. Secret Service assumes its legally mandated role as the lead federal agency for the design and implementation of the operational security plan. Federal resources will be deployed to maintain the level of security needed for the event.  The Secret Service is responsible for planning, coordinating, and implementing security operations at designated NSSEs and together with law enforcement, public safety, and military partners, develops the overall security plan. The U.S. Capitol Police, the Washington, D.C. Metropolitan Police Department, and a number of other federal and local agencies will play an active role in providing security at this event. Assets from the Department of Defense, including the North American Aerospace Defense Command and the United States Northern Command are also supporting this event. 

“Since 1998, the Secret Service has led federal security operations at 24 National Special Security Events, including President Gerald Ford’s state funeral, the 2005 Presidential Inauguration, the 2004 Republican and Democratic National Conventions, President Ronald Reagan’s state funeral in 2004, and the last three State of the Union Addresses.”
