From today’s “DHS News Briefing”: 

Chertoff Says US To Adopt Israeli Airport Security Techniques.   In his New Republic (5/29) blog, Marty Peretz wrote in praise of Israeli airport security, which he describes as "more efficient, less intrusive, smoother and rather noiseless" in comparison to the US. "First of all, you don't have to take off your shoes; and, if I recall correctly, there's no regimen about the permissible three ounces of liquid and the impermissibility of four. There's no one bellowing at you about your computer, your ticket, your jacket, that bottle of water you mistakenly brought along. It's true that sometimes your bags will really be scrutinized. But that will be because you've actually raised a question in the mind of the very polite interviewer who has a query or two to ask before you check-in." Peretz goes on to note a wire service report that Chertoff had announced "that the US will begin to employ unobtrusive methodologies that detect suspicious behavior and intentions which have been employed at Ben Gurion and other Israeli public facilities for years. And ditto for a whole range of hi-tech mechanisms that reveal explosives or other destructive chemical and biological agents."

JERUSALEM - U.S. Homeland Security chief Michael Chertoff said Thursday that progress is being made in the war on terror but it is being sabotaged by critics of American foreign policy in the West. 

Chertoff was speaking at a security conference in Jerusalem with counterparts from around the world, aimed at sharing information and techniques to fight terrorism. 

He said the U.S. was making inroads in the "battle for hearts and minds" in the Muslim world, but that the effort was being undermined by "sources of cynicism in our society that cannot distinguish between our actions and the actions of terrorists, that treat everything as equivalent, that view appeasement as the best course of dealing with the enemy."…. 

Ahead of the conference, he told Fox News that the radical Islamic group Hezbollah, which is backed by Iran, poses an even greater threat than Osama bin Laden's al-Qaida. “Someone described Hezbollah like the A-team of terrorists in terms of capabilities, in terms of range of weapons they have, in terms of internal discipline," Chertoff said. "To be honest, they make al-Qaida look like a minor league team.
