Currently CNCS is looking for Reviewers with specialized experience in Disaster Services, Environmental Stewardship, Veterans and Military Families, Healthy Futures, Education, and Economic Opportunity.   Reviewers must have a college degree or a minimum of 5 to 7 years of relevant experience, good oral and written communication skills, and the ability to collaborate with peers.  
 
The FY2011 Peer Reviews will utilize a distance-based Field Review model, allowing Reviewers to complete their review responsibilities remotely, without the need to travel to a central location for review participation.  Each Reviewer will be assigned to a review panel. Online tools allow for virtual collaboration during panel reviews. Reviewers download applications from an online collaboration tool that can be printed or viewed on the computer. Review documents for Individuals as well as review panels are shared and posted using online collaboration tools. Email responsiveness is also an essential part of the collaborative process, but its use may be defined by the panel. 
 
CNCS offers Reviewers and Facilitators, with the exception of federal employees, a modest honorarium for their participation in a grant review.  The honorarium amount varies depending on the participant’s role and the expected deliverables. Please note that completing a Reviewer Application does not confirm you for participation in a review. You will be asked to sign a Conflict of Interest Form, and starting this year, the names of all participating External Reviewers and Facilitators for CNCS grant competitions may be made public.
