College and University News: 
· Item of interest from Bret Webber, Michigan State University: 
The Safe America Foundation held their inaugural 'Drill Down for Safety' campaign last year and over 400,000 Americans at 127 sites/cities in 24 states participated by doing a preparedness activity in September, which is National Preparedness Month.  This year our goal is to reach over one million Americans!  Currently, we have a number of federal and local government officials, in addition to many corporations, nonprofits, and other stakeholders who are partnering with us to promote preparedness.
 
The ‘Drill Down for Safety’ campaign is seeking Americans to do a preparedness activity in September, be it practicing an evacuation drill, completing a shelter-in-place activity, building a disaster preparedness kit, sending and receiving text messages with a preparedness message, participating in a preparedness related class, going through training to be a member of CERT (Community Emergency Response Team), or other related event.  However, this year the Safe America Foundation, its partners and stakeholders are focusing on “texting” to enhance people’s awareness on using texting during a crisis or disaster.  Through media reporting, we heard of people during the Haiti earthquake who were able to text, yet unable to make a voice cellular call.  Using texting during an incident is sometimes the best method as the telephone land-lines and cellular communication systems are impaired and unable to carry a voice phone call.

The Safe America Foundation, Marietta, GA [non-profit 501 (c) (3)] has a designated website at www.SafeAmericaPrepared.org where people can sign-up to “Take the Pledge” be registering now their commitment to do a preparedness activity in September.  Additionally, the website contains resources and other information relating to the program and preparedness.
