· From the desk of Keith Clement: 
Good Morning CEMHS Colleagues,
	Hope that your summer plans are coming along nicely! On campus, this is a good time to reflect on the past year and plan ahead for the next. In our progress report last week, we discussed some of our plans in advance of an extremely busy fall. First was a discussion of the revised California Emergency Management and Homeland Security Education and Training Strategic Initiative (version 2.0) and the steps to take and complete that document (and project). The Strategic Initiative is important because it sketches a blueprint to facilitate the design and development of a series of academic programs (both education and training) from children in K-12 through a variety of post-secondary education programs in California. 
	More specifically, at the K-12 stages of education, we are generally talking about enhancing important academic skills (including Science, Technology, Engineering, Mathematics STEM skill development, critical thinking, writing skills, etc.) and also student and campus preparedness issues as well. What students learn is brought home and shared with their families. Thus, we need to develop materials and content with the hope of enhancing exigency preparedness and awareness within the home and family. “What do we do in the event of danger?” People need to know this stuff. In terms of postsecondary education, we need a series of academic programs that takes students through selected terminal degree programs in Emergency Management and Homeland Security and that also supports many of our specializations. These are powerful changes in the way we can educate citizens and could have a wonderfully profound effect on our response the next time we have a wildfire, earthquake, flood, tsunami, (or whatever the problem.)   
	It is our goal to have the Strategic Initiative framework in draft format by the Fall 2010 State-wide Summit in late October. This will be accomplished through the diligence and hard work of Workgroups and Committees currently forming. (The formal call to service is attached). Each workgroup will be tasked with the design and development of respective EM-HS academic programs that in turn will be discussed, refined, and polished at several afternoon break-out sessions during the Summit. These workgroups and committees will be formed and fully functional by July 1. I have already heard from quite a few folks over the past few weeks interested in helping the design, development, and implementation of EM-HS academic programs. If you are interested in joining the collaborative and facilitative process so important to EM-HS academic program development, please contact me. And if you would like to know what you can do to help, or a better way to participate—just e-mail me with your thoughts and we will find a place and a way.
