· From the desk of Keith Clement: 
Morning CEMHS Colleagues,
 	Hope that you are doing great! It has been a while! Sorry for not being in better contact over the last few weeks— this typically indicates lots of exciting things going on and I would like to update you on some of them right now. Before speaking about current events, however, I would like to make several important points about where we are coming from as a group and link these thoughts to several of our future objectives.  
First, the CEMHS organization has undergone a tremendous transformation since we began in May 2008. We started out as a group of 10 faculty members and today have over 500 participants and international colleagues. We initially focused on postsecondary education and training programs and today are drawing up blueprints for a seamless and vertical track of academic programs from K-12 through advanced Ph.D. programs in California. Another major difference is that recently the CSU and CEMHS recently received a $60,000 State Homeland Security Grant from the California Emergency Management Agency to support the design and development of the California Emergency Management (EM) and Homeland Security (HS) Education and Training Strategic Initiative and organize the State-wide EM-HS academic program meeting for Fall, 2010. 
It is important to note the Strategic Initiative was composed between November 2009 and January 2010 and reflected a focus on post-secondary education and was not externally funded or supported. These are significant changes, and coupled with significant CEMHS organization growth, has sent me back to the drawing board…
Specifically, I am revising and rewriting the EM-HS Strategic Initiative “version 2.0” that integrates many critical changes, functional upgrades; and, provides increased clarity for our facilitative and collaborative processes, revised timeline and scope of activity, and broader objectives for this program development. Clearly, it is a tall order to achieve the objectives for a “state-wide solution” in the design, development, and implementation of emergency management and homeland security academic programs and we must enhance our organizational infrastructure and capacity.  
Thus, one major change is the process is the formation of workgroups at each specific level of education to take the lead in designing respective programs. A formal call for workgroup members for K-12, Training, Associates, Bachelors, Masters, and Doctoral programs will be forthcoming next week for those interested in contributing to the design and development of EM-HS educational programs. In addition, committees are forming to further delegate tasks and responsibilities to group members. The state-wide academic meeting in fall will be organized by a “Conference Committee.” We are tasking the development of sound guidance and advice for “on-line” and “traditional” program development through a “Program-Delivery Mode” Committee. If you are interested in serving on these Committees and/or Workgroups and do not wish to wait until next week for the formal call to serve (and I have not previously heard from you0 please contact me and we will get you all set up.             
In terms of future plans, the EM-HS Strategic Initiative 2.0 will be provided to the CEMHS Planning Committee for their review on or about July 1 that reflects these comprehensive revisions. Finally, for those who will be in attendance at the 2010 FEMA Emergency Management Institute Higher Education Conference in Emmitsburg, Maryland on Wednesday, June 9th at 3:00, CEMHS has a panel presentation on the organization and current status of the EM-HS Strategic Initiative. If you are in attendance, it would be great if you could drop by and visit with the panel. For those interested, we will try and plan a dinner for CEMHS participants on Wednesday evening.
