· Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality (AHRQ) Update: New Threat Scenarios Added to Emergency Surge Modeling Tool
New Threat Scenarios Added to Emergency Surge Modeling Tool 
The Hospital Surge Model now allows users to estimate the resources needed to respond to emergencies involving improvised explosive devices, pneumonic plague and food borne botulism. The Web-based interactive model now includes a total of 13 scenarios on biological incidents and attacks ranging from pandemic influenza to a nuclear explosion.    

Hospital and emergency planners can use the Hospital Surge Model to develop specific strategies to treat an influx of patients affected by these specific incidents. It will estimate, by day, the severity of injury and the number and flow of casualties needing medical attention for specific scenarios selected by users. The tool is available at http://hospitalsurgemodel.org/. 

The Hospital Surge Model was developed by AHRQ in collaboration with HHS’ Office of the Assistant Secretary for Preparedness and Response.  More than 60 other AHRQ Emergency Preparedness tools and resources are available at http://www.ahrq.gov/prep/.

Notes from the Hi Ed Program:

· Curriculum Mapping Roundtable, October 13-14, 2010
In past years while students in emergency management degree programs have received solid undergraduate educations the question remains whether the student is prepared for or aligned to a graduate level emergency management program.  Many students find they are required to take additional course work or take on an addition load of work to “catch up” because the curriculum in an undergraduate program did not match exactly with the requirements for a graduate program or potential employment requirements.  The Curriculum Mapping Roundtable will work to resolve these issues by setting a recommended set of standards for emergency management higher education outcomes.  A basic curriculum map allows institutions to add their own additional learning outcomes, integrate existing and unique institutional offerings, and include the more traditional courses in their program curriculum to meet a core set of outcomes. Both the suggested program outcomes and the recommendations will be sent out to the emergency management academic community for further comment in approximately one week.  The roundtable plans to reconvene in February 2011 to further refine their efforts and to discuss recommendations and comments by the EM academic community.  A conference breakout session for the roundtable is planned for further discussion and development.
