September is National Preparedness Month (NPM), a nationwide effort sponsored by the Ready Campaign and Citizen Corps designed to encourage Americans to prepare for emergencies in their homes, workplaces, and communities.

This week’s preparedness effort is focused on being prepared when you are on the go, this means neither at home or work when an emergency strikes.

To prepare for an emergency when you are on the go, you should:
· When traveling, familiarize yourself with the evacuation procedures in any new office or in a hotel. 
· Prepare a car safety kit and include, at least: sufficient water, a blanket or warm clothes, some small tools, walking shoes, an ice scraper, and flares. Other useful car kit items to include are: jumper cables, a cell phone and charger, and a power inverter or solar charger. 
· Carry pocket-sized copy of critical mobile phone numbers in a wallet, hand bag, or briefcase. 
· Learn which local radio stations broadcast emergency information. 
· Always keep your car's gas tank at least half full. 
· Always have some cash on hand for an emergency, since the convenience of ATMs or credit cards may not always be an option.

The Emergency Management Academy is a non-degree program focused on helping participants master the theory of crisis management. Not theory as a dry, boring subject, but theory as a really exciting subject that changes the way you think about you job. 
The Fellowship in Emergency Management is our 1-year intensive program where participants read and discuss the Emergency Management Graduate Body of Knowledge, books representing the core knowledge of crisis management, as selected by hundreds of emergency management professors from around the world at the FEMA Higher Education Conference.  It is designed for the mid-career crisis manager, but participants are not required to have a previous college degree.  Participants read roughly three books a month, discuss six key questions in a threaded email discussion as they read, then participate in a weekly 90-minute online conference call centered around six discussion questions led by participants and facilitated by Professor Scot Phelps with guest facilitators from the crisis management community.  You don't write papers-you read, discuss the books, then apply them at work the next day.  Upon successful completion the program, participants are awarded the title "Fellow of the Academy of Emergency Management (FAcEM)."  The Academy is located in New York City, with campuses in Toronto, Sydney, and London (Spring 12').   The Academy can be contacted at ContactUs@EmergencyManagementAcademy.org or at 212.300.6293.
