College and University News: 
· Metropolitan College of New York 

With more than 40 graduate students armed only with the knowledge of Emergency Management, Metropolitan College of New York has teamed with disaster experts in Chile for an exchange program that rocks the Richter scale. The students will spend 9 days total — in April and May — traveling in the South American country to learn about the Chilean public health response to natural disasters, in particular recovery from earthquakes, tsunamis and flu pandemics.

An 8.8-magnitude earthquake/tsunami combo hit the coast of Chile, near the city of Concepcion, in February 2010. It killed at least 550 people and ravaged villages near the epicenter. Chilean health experts will teach the students from MCNY about the country's ongoing recovery and mitigation efforts from the quake and will discuss the country's infrastructure and the sociological results of the disaster.  MCNY faculty and students will present “best practices” sessions to their Chilean counterparts focusing on such topics as, hospital surge capacity in NYC, flu pandemic mitigation, and the National Incident Management system in the U.S.

Within the group traveling to Chile is a cadre of five Haitian graduate students who were offered full scholarships to study Emergency and Disaster Management at MCNY, after their country’s devastating earthquake which killed over 250,000 people in January 2010.  Leading Chilean engineering authorities will share their mitigation strategies which allowed Chile to survive a higher magnitude quake with a fraction of the damage and much less loss of life.

As part of the program, students also will visit the earthquake/tsunami disaster zones to inspect the damage and ongoing recovery efforts. "This is an opportunity that very few college students are able to put on their resume," said Ali Gheith, Metropolitan College's emergency and disaster management program director. "We will experience, first hand, the ongoing recovery efforts by Chile that, ultimately, will help students get out of the textbook and into the real world."
