Over the course of the next 60 days, we are going to be finishing this document up with the careful consideration and input from our Colleagues and the CEMHS Bachelors and Associates Program Committees. Once we have completed the EM-HS major requirements and course sequence development: we will be adding course descriptions, justifications, and student learning outcomes for a well balanced program to support EM-HS Professionals and Workforce development. After the development of EM-HS model curriculum at the state-level; we can then prepare a program proposal for curriculum review, secure external funding support, and implement as a multi-campus consortium degree program. 

2. An announcement for the CEMHS California Model Curriculum Meeting at the California Emergency Management Agency HQ in Sacramento for June 21-22. At this meeting, we will put the finishing touches on the EM-HS Bachelors Program Model Curriculum and EM-HS Education and Training Strategic Initiative. In addition, we will also be featuring a Youth Preparedness Workshop where the primary objective is to develop an evaluative rubric to assist in the determination of the types of information school districts, campus administrators and teachers, students and parents need to be prepared and respond to a variety of threats and hazards found on K-12 campuses. More details on this meeting and agenda are forthcoming shortly.  

We would also like to thank all our friends and colleagues at the California Emergency Management Agency for their support, collaboration, and hard-work on the EM-HS Education and Training Strategic Initiative and the Model Curriculum Meeting.
