Librarians' actions in response to the H1N1 influenza outbreak, the Haiti earthquake, major U.S. hurricanes, and local emergency events will illustrate practical ways to be involved. Speakers will discuss the online resources, communications, social media, and NLM programs that support responders’ abilities to make well-informed decisions and communicate health messages to the public. 
 
There will be updates on the development of disaster information competencies and a new disaster information specialization being developed by the Medical Library Association.
 
The symposium will be a great opportunity to network with like-minded information, disaster medicine, public health and emergency management professionals and learn more about disaster information outreach.
