· Free Speaker Presentation on International applications of Hazus-MH

Giedrius Kaveckis is a graduate student from Carinthia University of Applied Sciences in Austria. He is the recipient of a Marshall Plan Scholarship and is currently working on his Master’s thesis at Indiana University Purdue University Indianapolis at The Polis Center. The title of his thesis is “Potential Contributions of Hazus-MH to Flood Risk Assessment in the Context of the European Flood Directive.” His research focuses on the ability to integrate non-US datasets into the Hazus-MH Flood Model for the purpose of performing flood damage assessments and contributing to flood risk and hazard mapping in Europe. 
 
In the presentation Giedrius will describe the implementation strategy that he has developed which enables the Hazus user to assess flood related losses anywhere in the world.  He will introduce the audience to the European Flood Directive and how Hazus-MH can support the goals of that directive.  He will also discuss the requirements for the inventory and hazard data as well as how those requirements can be met with free open source tools.  Giedrius will conclude with a discussion of the steps and challenges associated with fully implementing Hazus-MH in an international context.   He will also present opportunities for potential future research that can inform those working to address these issues. 

· California Emergency Management/Homeland Security Consortium 
A bustling week since the CEMHS Model Curriculum Meeting was held at the California Emergency Management Agency (Cal EMA) Headquarters and State Operations Center. The group was a strong mix of CSU and CCC academics and practitioners and included participation from out-of-state Colleagues from Virginia, Texas, Colorado, and Utah. By the end of the two-day event, we had accomplished the following: 
1. Youth Preparedness Workshop: Worked on a strategic outline for K-12 EM-HS campus preparedness and education programs; including designing/developing, Pre-Service Teacher Preparation Programs/Courses, 2 hour In-Service “Train the Teacher” and “Train the Administrator” Programs/Courses, and the discussion of creating/distributing EM-HS module based educational youth (and parent) preparedness materials. (Note: there is quite a bit of work to be done in K-12 EM-HS Preparedness and Education.)    
2.  Discussed significant progress in the development of multi-campus EM-HS Professional Certificate Programs and collaborative partnership with California State University, Sacramento, College of Continuing Education and the California Specialized Training Institute (CSTI).   
3.  The design/development of a 12 unit lower division transferable sequence of EM-HS courses from California Community Colleges (CCC) per S.B. 1440.    
4. The basic architecture and model curriculum recommendations for three undergraduate degree programs: an Emergency Management track, a Homeland Security track, and a unified “Emergency Management and Homeland Security” Bachelor of Science Degree Program. 
The Proposed “EM-HS” Degree Program will be added to the California State University, Fresno Campus Master Plan next academic year. Thus, we are working on several proposals, including the “Proposing New CSU Degree Programs” (attached) document. We graciously welcome any assistance in the further refinement of the EM-HS model curriculum, the new degree program proposal and process; and appreciate the participation of additional institutions, faculty, and specialized expertise in the development and implementation of this new degree program. As the program is intended to be part of a state-wide education solution, we look forward to working together and collaborating with key partners and major stakeholders.           
There were many that contributed greatly to the completion of our meeting objectives. We deeply appreciate the hospitality and support of Cal EMA Acting Secretary Mike Dayton and his wonderful Staff. Acting Secretary Dayton spent over an hour in engaged and meaningful conversation with us on a vision for education programs and the role of higher education in meeting the challenges of the EM-HS Community. We discussed ways to collaborate and coordinate, enhanced use of technology in education, and the importance of project management skills in EM-HS programs. Special thanks to Frank Quiambao (Special Advisor to Cal EMA), Assistant Secretary James Ayre (Training and Exercises), Jana Bullock (Senior Communications Advisor), Glenn Sadler (Assistant Director, Training Division), and Curry Mayer (Chief, CSTI and Co-Chair of the CEMHS Bachelors Committee) for everything they have done to promote and advance EM-HS education and training State-wide. 
Also, many thanks to Stephanie Mizrahi (California State University, Sacramento Department of Criminal Justice) for coordinating a seamless event; Christine Irion, Babette Jimenez (California State University, Sacramento, College of Continuing Education) and Adam Sutkus for their logistical assistance and planning for the “Capital Event Reception” and Model Curriculum Meeting.
