· Homeland Security Management Institute at Long Island University (HSMI)

The Homeland Security Management Institute at Long Island University (HSMI) is introducing a new Cyber Security curriculum within our fully online Master of Science in Homeland Security Management degree program, and we also anticipate the addition of one or more graduate courses in bioterrorism in the near future. Given the relevance of those courses to members of the first responder community and educators working in the emergency management and homeland security fields, we would like to welcome Dr. Steven P. Bucci and Randall Larsen, to the Homeland Security Management Institute at LIU.

The Homeland Security Management Institute is fortunate to have Dr. Steven Bucci, Cyber Lead and Associate Partner at IBM (as well as a retired Army Special Forces Colonel, Chief of Staff for the Secretary of Defense, and Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for America’s Homeland Security Affairs) join the faculty of our fully online Master of Science in Homeland Security Management degree program. Steve is currently teaching our Domestic and International Terrorism course, and he is rolling out a new Cyber Security course in our summer semester that begins May 23. As you will see from the attached, Steve has an unbelievable resume, and he is an exceptional teacher. His graduate-level Cyber Security course focuses on policy issues related to the emerging cyber threat rather than the details of technology, so it has broad applicability and broad interest to managers and executives in our field. 

We are also pleased that Randy Larsen, a noted bioterrorism expert who served as Director of the WMD Commission (and is a retired USAF Colonel) is joining folks like Congressman Peter King, Bill Bratton, John Miller and LTG (ret.) Russel Honore on our distinguished Board of Advisors. Randy is one of the nation’s leading experts in bioterrorism and bioterrorism policy, and is frequently called upon to testify before Congress and other bodies. Randy has also had a remarkable career – he enlisted in the Army at 17 and piloted more than 400 combat missions in a Cobra in Viet Nam before he got his driver’s license.  He ultimately commanded the Air Force’s executive fleet (including the Air Force One planes), involving over 1,000 people, 47 aircraft, and a $150 Million annual budget, and was Professor and Chair at the National War College. In 1997 he also developed and taught the nation’s very first graduate course in Homeland Security. We anticipate that Randy will develop and teach a bioterrorism course for us next Fall or Spring.

Individuals interested in attending  Homeland Security Management Institute at Long Island University should note HSMI will award a substantial 1/3 tuition scholarship to students who are active law enforcement officers, full-time paid firefighters, members of the intelligence community, or military personnel – this is a great benefit for the many working professionals seeking advanced degrees in our field.  FEMA Hi-Ed Activity Reports recipients should also know that the Homeland Security Management Institute at Long Island University was designated by Congress as a Department of Homeland Security Center of Excellence (in the Implementing the Recommendations of the 9/11 Commission Report Act of 2007), and we are the only DHS Center of Excellence to offer a graduate degree in the Homeland Security Management field.

We are still accepting applications for the summer 2011 semester that begins May 23 as well as for the Fall 2011 semester.
