Good Morning Colleagues,

	Hope that you are doing great! The first few weeks of a new academic year are so exciting and fast-paced (and hope your Fall term and classes are moving smoothly.) Now that we are getting caught up on campus, it is time to turn our focus onto research agendas and projects, grant proposals, writing projects, and the other things that keep us busy during the school year. 

	One current project “on-deck” is to finish preparing/writing the California Emergency Management and Homeland Security Education and Training Strategic Initiative. This project had guided a good amount of time and attention since 2009. It will be wonderful to finish up and distribute! On a personal note, working on the Strategic Initiative has been extraordinarily rewarding. The design and development of a “vertical track” of emergency management and homeland security academic programs at all levels of the educational cycle (K-12 and Postsecondary) has been a very complicated and daunting task (as it turns out.) Thankfully, everything (including the model curriculum development) is winding down and the Strategic Initiative shall be ready soon.  

	In the process of writing this document, several broad themes have risen to place our objectives and goals of the EM-HS “vertical track” of education into better focus. For example, in terms of K-12 education/preparedness programs, how can we stimulate and develop a culture of preparedness and awareness within our schools and society to build stronger, prepared, more resilient communities? This is one issue discussed in greater detail (including policy recommendations) found within the Strategic Initiative. In terms of post-secondary education, there are many important aspects of the EM-HS academic “vertical track” as well. A growing number of community colleges have Associates Degree programs/courses in EM-HS. We are currently developing transfer model curriculum and course descriptors in these foundational programs. In addition, we are developing EM and HS undergraduate model curriculum with the guidance of the academic and professional communities. These programs will help the growth of California EM-HS graduate programs. 

	Education programs are also related to other areas of academic success and faculty/student opportunities. There are several large Cybersecurity Grant RFPs coming up. We are looking for interested faculty to partner together and write a Cybersecurity grant to support research/education program development. In addition, heard from a colleague in Sacramento who is looking to form a research team with a focus on epidemiology/infectious disease within the public/correctional environment. If you are interested in either of these research partnerships and teams, please let me know! Finally, have a meeting shortly with a major publishing house about the possibility of writing a few EM-HS books. For those who already contacted me on this writing opportunity, will have additional information your way shortly--.
