Function of the Employing Unit: A Master of Arts degree program was launched in February, 2011, with undergraduate, Ph.D., and specialized professional programs under development. The Institute will offer world-class education programs, with an emphasis on Middle East security and civil (i.e., “homeland”) security.  The term “security” is broadly conceived to include the survival and sustainability of states and societies in the Gulf and Arabian Peninsula, as well as in the wider Middle East.  

Position Purpose: The position, based in Khalifa University’s new Institute for International and Civil Security, will start in September 2012 or January, 2013. The Center for Infrastructure Protection and Homeland Security (CIP/HS), originally called the CIP Project, is located in the George Mason University School of Law.  The Center received initial funding in 2002 and enjoyed subsequent renewal through the current fiscal year.  Executive management of the grant is through The National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST).  As the project expanded, on-going activities were leveraged to generate new funding that matured the project scope to address unexplored areas of critical infrastructure protection.  By 2004, the CIP Project grant had evolved into a family of projects under the overall umbrella of the Center for Infrastructure Protection and Homeland Security (CIP/HS), featuring core research (NIST-funded) and contracted research projects.  Additional funding sources include, but are not limited to, the U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS), U.S. Department of Energy (DOE), Battelle, and SANDIA National Laboratories.
