Our topic will be the new emergency preparedness requirements for nuclear facilities that became effective Dec. 23, 2011 with Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) adoption of its final rule, Enhancements to Emergency Preparedness Regulations. During April of this year, FEMA issued the updated Radiological Emergency Preparedness Program Manual to provide guidance for implementation of the new requirements.

Community Hazard Risk Assessment Methodologies: A Study of Practical Challenges and Methodological Solutions for THIRA

It is commonly recognized that community hazard risk assessments are a critical tool for the emergency manager. An accurate and reliable hazard risk assessment allows communities to measure and better understand the potential impact of disasters as it relates specifically to damage to property, critical infrastructure, economic loss, casualty, and fatalities. More importantly, hazard risk assessments allow emergency managers and community leaders to develop effective strategies to best manage their hazard threats and to prioritize resources to address operational activities and to elevate a community’s resiliency.

Recognizing the growing impetus of community hazard risk assessments in all facets of a modern emergency manager's vocation, in January 2012 the CEMR was sponsored to conduct a study to:

1. Investigate the various hazard risk assessment methodologies,
2. Evaluate the methodological benefits and challenges of current hazard risk and vulnerability methodologies,
3. Assess the fundamental methodological components of a reliable, accurate, and compliant community hazard risk assessment, and
4. Validate contemporary hazard risk modeling programs.

As our contribution to the Emergency Management community and profession, we are excited to share our study and contribute to the growing body of knowledge. We realize you are extremely busy, but we hope this document will provide useful insights and knowledge to help you and your organization to better leverage the THIRA and other risk management programmatic requirements, and to further improve and serve as a valuable tool for your Comprehensive Emergency Management Program initiatives.

The NEMA 2012 Biennial Report
The US National Emergency Management Association has regularly published a report on state emergency management since 1996 and its latest report is now available. Here are some highlights:
1. 2011 was a record year for major disasters declarations in the United States, with 99. This played out at the state level as well, with 250 gubernatorial emergencies, which was 38 percent more than the 181 reported in the NEMA 2010 Biennial Survey.
1. There were also 258 events that required a significant commitment of state resources, but which did not result in a declared state of emergency. This was 111 percent increase from the FY 2009 survey when it was 122.
1. As a result of 27 new governors taking office in 2011, 17 states appointed new state emergency directors.
1. Despite a challenging budget environment and though it wasn’t required, state emergency management maintained its commitment to local emergency management programs by passing through almost half of its Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG) funding. The average pass-through to local jurisdictions was 47.4 percent, which is the same as the last survey.
1. EMPG supported 6,416 full and part-time staff for both state and local emergency management programs. This compares to 5,620 in the last survey.
1. Local emergency management programs are still being impacted by less revenue. Seventeen states reported that local emergency management programs were cut and local programs were consolidated in 13 states in order to save money. In 12 states, there were other reductions such as decreases in salaries and the elimination of travel.
1. There was a jump in the number of personnel assigned to state fusion centers, up from 1,253 in the last survey to about 1,510. Law enforcement was the largest portion, with more than 64 percent of the total staff.
1. States continue to professionalize emergency management staff. Thirty states reported certification programs for either the state or local emergency management staff, up from 23 previously.
1. The Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) has become more familiar to those outside of emergency management circles. Thirty-nine states provided 334 training opportunities in FY2011 to non-emergency management personnel.

2012 Annual Public Safety Survey: Revealing America’s Awareness and Preparedness
Despite a record-breaking year of federally declared disasters in 2011, including floods, tornadoes, hurricanes and wildfires, many Americans still lack basic awareness of their local emergency communications systems. For the third consecutive year, Federal Signal Corporation's annual Public Safety Survey takes an in-depth look at American's attitudes and concerns with regard to emergency preparedness and response. Key findings include:.
1. 71 percent of Americans are unsure if they have a personal alerting and notification system in their area.
1. More than one in four Americans do not know whether their community has a warning siren system or not.
1. Less than one half (47 percent) would take action based on a potential severe weather warning.
1. 33 percent would require actual property damage or injury in order to care strongly about public safety awareness.
