The following subject matter expertise is required:

Impact of Disaster
Investigate the impact and consequences of post-traumatic stress on victims, families, emergency workers, and community members resulting from natural disasters, human-made emergencies, or societal violence. Readings and discussion will center on psychological, physiological, biological, and behavioral reactions to emergencies with an emphasis on risk factors, social support systems, crisis intervention and treatment. Examines the effectiveness of programs designed to prevent mental health problems.

Social Issues in Emergency Management in the 21st Century
Outline the effects of contemporary social issues and conflicts upon the development and delivery of emergency management systems in the United States. Participants will gain an understanding of the varying constraints and motivations of people different than themselves. Provide lessons in social interaction and discussion concerning the behavior and response of cross-cultural, religious, and special needs populations before, during, and after a disaster. Also addresses national demographic trends and the economic consequences of disaster.

Public Health Issues in Emergency Management
This course reviews the role and capability of public health and health care systems and addresses the expectations of public health in disaster preparedness and response to all types of disasters. It examines the growing threat and potential public health consequences of disasters. The course covers theory and practice of various public health issues in emergency preparedness and considers the implications for policy makers. Lectures, reading assignments, online discussions and individual projects will be used to introduce students to the diversity of public health issues associated with disasters.

Interpersonal Communications in Disaster Service
Examine the interpersonal dynamics of verbal and written communication in relation to emergency management. Focus on analyzing communication issues, listening effectively, and understanding nonverbal communication, speaking in public, working with the media and social media issues. Topics include tailoring communication styles to meet the needs of a particular audience, the appropriate situation for different types of presentations, and the value of empathetic listening and effective feedback. 

Group Dynamics & Facilitation of E. M. Systems
Evaluate group systems in relation to the effective implementation of emergency management systems. Reviews the influence of personality styles, identifies the process of problem solving, determines solutions for organizational problems in terms of work motivation/group dynamics, and assesses the role of conflict management in an emergency management setting. Emphasis will be on participation in and facilitation of task-oriented or decision-making groups and leadership theory.

· DHS names first members of academic advisory board

DHS has tapped almost 20 university presidents and academic leaders to a new Homeland Security Academic Advisory Council (HSAAC).

The agency said on March 1 that the HSAAC will be charged with advising DHS Secretary Janet Napolitano and senior DHS leaders on several key issues.
Although the department named 19 members on March 1, it said other HSAAC memberships were pending.

“The formation of this Council represents an important milestone towards engaging the academic community in our homeland security efforts,” said Napolitano. “Their collective expertise will be a critical asset to the Department, and I look forward to working with them.”

The new council, said DHS underscores its commitment to work with the academic community. Napolitano has asked the group, which will be chaired by Dr. Wallace Loh of the University of Maryland, to provide advice and recommendations on issues related to student and recent graduate recruitment; international students; academic research; campus and community resiliency, security and preparedness; and faculty exchanges.

According to DHS, the initial appointments will serve stepped terms. It said one-third of the members shall serve two-year terms of office, another third will serve three-year terms of office, and another third will serve four-year terms. Future members will serve terms of office of up to three years, with about one-third of members' terms of office expiring each year, it said.

DHS said the HSAAC will probably meet quarterly, but it could meet more, or less, frequently, depending on the need.

The group’s inaugural meeting is set for March 20 in Washington, D.C. at the Ronald Reagan International Trade Center on Pennsylvania Ave. A notice in the Federal Register formally announced the first meeting, which is open to the public.
