· Pennsylvania Anti-Texting Law to Take Effect March 8 

What the law does

·  The law prohibits as a primary offense any driver from using an Interactive Wireless Communication Device (IWCD) to send, read or write a text-based communication while his or her vehicle is in motion. 
· Defines an IWCD as a wireless phone, personal digital assistant, smart phone, portable or mobile computer or similar devices that can be used for texting, instant messaging, emailing or browsing the Internet. 
· Defines a text-based communication as a text message, instant message, email or other written communication composed or received on an IWCD. 
· Institutes a $50 fine for convictions under this section. 
· Makes clear that this law supersedes and preempts any local ordinances restricting the use of interactive wireless devices by drivers. 

The penalty is a summary offense. The law does not authorize the seizure of an IWCD.
The law goes into effect March 8, 2012, 120 calendar days from Nov. 9, 2011.

The violation carries no points as a penalty and will not be recorded on the driver record for non-commercial drivers. It will be recorded on commercial drivers’ records as a non-sanction violation.

The texting ban does NOT include the use of a GPS device, a system or device that is physically or electronically integrated into the vehicle, or a communications device that is affixed to a mass transit vehicle, bus or school bus.

· DHS names first members of academic advisory board

DHS has tapped almost 20 university presidents and academic leaders to a new Homeland Security Academic Advisory Council (HSAAC).

The agency said on March 1 that the HSAAC will be charged with advising DHS Secretary Janet Napolitano and senior DHS leaders on several key issues.

Although the department named 19 members on March 1, it said other HSAAC memberships were pending.

“The formation of this Council represents an important milestone towards engaging the academic community in our homeland security efforts,” said Napolitano. “Their collective expertise will be a critical asset to the Department, and I look forward to working with them.”

The new council, said DHS underscores its commitment to work with the academic community. Napolitano has asked the group, which will be chaired by Dr. Wallace Loh of the University of Maryland, to provide advice and recommendations on issues related to student and recent graduate recruitment; international students; academic research; campus and community resiliency, security and preparedness; and faculty exchanges.

According to DHS, the initial appointments will serve stepped terms. It said one-third of the members shall serve two-year terms of office, another third will serve three-year terms of office, and another third will serve four-year terms. Future members will serve terms of office of up to three years, with about one-third of members' terms of office expiring each year, it said.

DHS said the HSAAC will probably meet quarterly, but it could meet more, or less, frequently, depending on the need.

The group’s inaugural meeting is set for March 20 in Washington, D.C. at the Ronald Reagan International Trade Center on Pennsylvania Ave. A notice in the Federal Register formally announced the first meeting, which is open to the public.

The Mary Fran Myers Scholarship Committee is now accepting applications. Recipients will receive financial support allowing them to attend the 2011 Natural Hazards Research and Applications Workshop in Broomfield, Colorado, July 14-17. Recipients may also stay through July 18 to attend either the International Research Committee on Disasters or the Natural Hazard Mitigation Association add-on events for researchers and practitioners, respectively. Scholarships can cover part or all of transportation, meals, and registration costs.

The Mary Fran Myers Scholarship is awarded annually to at least one potential Workshop participant. Recipients are recognized at the Workshop and may be asked to serve as panelists, where they can highlight their research or practical experiences with hazards and disasters.

As the longtime co-director of the Natural Hazards Center, Myers recognized that many of the people and organizations that could benefit from and contribute to the Workshop—including local practitioners, students, and international professionals—were among those least likely to afford it. The scholarship was established in 2003 to fulfill Myers’ request that qualified and talented individuals receive support to attend.

Hazards practitioners, students, and researchers with a strong commitment to disaster management and mitigation and who reside in North America or the Caribbean are eligible to enter. Eligibility is based on current place of residence, not citizenship.

Applicants from outside North America and the Caribbean will be eligible for the scholarship in 2013. Previous attendees of the Natural Hazards Workshop are not eligible for the 2012 Mary Fran Myers Scholarship. Preference is given to those who can demonstrate financial need.
