Introduction

For decades, the emergency management community has discussed the gap between practitioners (i.e., those directly responsible for implementing emergency management programs at the federal-, state-, regional-, local-, or facility-level) and scientists (i.e. those that focus on studying disasters and emergency management.)  This FEMA in Higher Education funded project was designed with that divide in mind.
