· EMAP Offers Accreditation to Colleges and Universities 

The Emergency Management Accreditation Program (EMAP) will now offer accreditation to emergency management programs of colleges and universities. 

Currently, EMAP is the only accreditation process for emergency management programs. EMAP recognizes the ability to bring together personnel, resources and communications from a variety of organizations in preparation for identified hazards and disasters. The EMAP process evaluates, through peer review, emergency management programs on compliance with requirements in 64 standards and 104 individual elements including: planning, resource management, training, exercises, evaluations and corrective actions, and communications and warning. 

“Achieving disaster resilience on a college and/or university campus is an exceedingly complex problem. It requires communication, coordination, and focused effort from the entire institute and those stakeholders who are actively involved within the campus. EMAP provides a solution with the method to measure the level of preparedness on any size campus,”  LTC Jerome Hatfield, Deputy Superintendent of Homeland Security for New Jersey State Police and Chair, the EMAP Commission. 

An accreditation program based on an American National Standard, Emergency Management Standard by EMAP, will assist colleges and universities in the preparation to respond to crisis and disasters. As well as to assist in identifying opportunities to mitigate risk and prevent loss. The accreditation process also assists in establishing continuity of operations and recovery strategies for all types of events, crisis or disasters—regardless of size and complexity.

Completed courses from other colleges or accredited institutions, which correspond to our EMP course requirements, can be transferred to Red Rocks, at no cost, after submitted transcripts are reviewed for applicability toward our EMP Program.  When requesting credit for courses for which you have certificates or are from non-accredited institutions such as FEMA you need to go through what we call our "Credit for Prior Learning Program".  At least 15 hours (5 EMP courses) must be taken through Red Rocks.  

This program was started in 1999 and is recognized by FEMA as one of the pioneering national ONLINE Emergency Management programs and is supported by the Colorado Office of Emergency Management.   Floods, tornadoes, hurricanes, train wrecks, terrorist attacks and hazardous chemical spills are examples of emergencies in which life and property are endangered.  The EM professional’s ability to perform essential work in a disaster requires skills in emergency operations and management.  How well a community or an organization prepares for and deals with these and other kinds of disasters can affect not only their economic viability but people’s lives.

Property Tax Relief Initiative: New property tax relief initiatives to assist New Yorkers whose homes were severely damaged by Hurricane Sandy were announced November 29. To provide immediate relief, the Finance Department, with the authorization of the City Council, will issue an interest-free extension on the next property tax bill for residential properties damaged beyond repair or in need of extensive structural repairs before they can be re-inhabited. The grace period will postpone payments due on Jan. 1, 2013 to Apr. 1, 2013. For more information, click here.  
 
Water Bills Suspended for Properties Severely Damaged by Sandy: Mayor Bloomberg and Department of Environmental Protection Commissioner Carter H. Strickland Jr., today announced that the City will temporarily suspend water bills for customers whose properties were severely damaged by Hurricane Sandy. Residential and commercial properties that the Department of Buildings has tagged red or yellow will not have to make a monthly water bill payment until June 1, 2013. Click here to read more.

Failure to do this could result in burst pipes and thousands of dollars in additional water damage.

“MedSchool Emergency Preparedness 
(https://sites.google.com/site/medschoolemergencypreparedness/)  is a non-commercial website that provides links to information and free resources for those conducting emergency planning for medical schools. The site is organized around an alphabetical list of topics that may be of interest to MedSchool Emergency Planners. Each page of the site contains some basic information, lists of free resources, links for additional information, and some excerpts from key documents and reports. Where relevant, a "What's New" section highlights key topics – for instance, under the topic Mass Casualty Incidents/Medical Surge, there is a reference to the 2012 Eight Priority Capabilities; and there are references for Healthcare Coalitions.  
 
Depending on how they are configured, Medical Schools may have some unique planning considerations.  Emergency preparedness programs for Medical Schools generally need to integrate the preparedness activities that are typically done at hospitals, ambulatory surgical centers / clinics, institutions of higher education, research centers, business operations, and organizations with complex information systems capability / security requirements. Medical schools may also have to address preparedness in regard to bio-containment, particularly if there is a Bio-safety Level 1, 2, 3 or 4 laboratory on campus. This would include response plans for exposures at the laboratory and in the field. Campuses often have equipment that contains radiological materials. The medical school may be part of a state higher education system, or part of a consortium. Medical schools may have unique issues to deal with such as a high vulnerability to different types of natural hazards, or the presence of a prison hospital.  Construction projects on campus may require additional emergency planning, for instance, in coastal areas subject to hurricanes, activities may include an emergency preparedness orientation for contractors, requirements that their safety/emergency management staff complete some level of ICS training, and either integration into the school’s incident command, or establishment of a liaison relationship. With students on campus, active shooter preparedness programs that engage students and include them in exercises are required in some states and are a best practice. . . .

Mike Mastrangelo directs institutional preparedness for the University of Texas Medical Branch at Galveston and is compiling the site. The site will include information based on learning from Hurricane Ike, and improvement plan elements that focus on response and recovery. While the site is in a rudimentary form now, it does contain some information that may be of use to emergency / continuity planning practitioners.
