· accelerated face to face classes, meeting once a week for five to seven weeks and including some online components

OR

· accelerated (seven week) fully online courses

Program Description:

The EPM program seeks to produce students who can:

· Understand and analyze the rapidly changing face of emergency management

· Use problem-solving techniques in response to crises and in conjunction with Incident Command Structure (ICS) and National Incident Management Structure (NIMS) processes

· Know the various federal, state and local regulatory issues that impact emergency preparedness and response

· Research the impact of changes in safety management and policy

· Employ leadership, management and negotiation skills needed for dealing with constituencies in public safety
