There are two paths for admission, a traditional stand-alone program beginning in the freshman year and
a “step-up” degree for those who completed accredited academic work in fields such as fire protection,
criminal justice, environmental health and safety, business, public health, and other emergency
management and/or homeland security related fields.

Courses include core classes in emergency management and homeland security along with natural and
social science classes, research methods, and electives. All students are required to complete an
internship and a capstone class. There is also a strong research component to enhance students’
analytical skills and knowledge.
