At the state and local levels, students may work in law enforcement, health, environment, transportation, critical infrastructure protection, or any number of jobs related to security in the private and non-profit sectors.
The curriculum is grounded in the knowledge, skills, and abilities related to security career fields that are in demand in today’s competitive marketplace.
