Goodwin College is offering a Bachelor of Science in Public Safety and Security with a Criminal Justice or Homeland Security Track.  The Public Safety and Security program is designed to be an interdisciplinary, bachelor’s degree program. It will allow students to advance through in a traditional bachelor degree program, following either a Criminal Justice or Homeland Security Track. 
The program was developed to prepare student for leadership roles in public safety and security and as a foundation for graduate school. The degree emphasizes the development of professional skills and knowledge of public safety, to include grant writing, risk assessment, research methodology, policy analysis and safety and security planning. Either through the individuals Tracks, or as part of the programs, students will obtain hands-on experience through an internship. The coursework will culminate in a practical application of experiences and theory through the Capstone: Seminar in Public Safety and Security.
The Homeland Security Track prepares students for entry level positions in emergency management, national security or homeland security agencies. The courses emphasize emergency planning, the National Incident Management System, and personal and physical security.

At the close of the 20 hours of service, each student is required to submit a five-page paper describing the service experience, how it affected both themselves and the community. Community service hours and documentation must be completed in compliance with the college policy and submitted to their program director no later than two months prior to expected graduation date.
