Through both classroom and field experience students are prepared for responsible positions in criminal justice and related agencies. Students will learn about the role of intelligence, the public and private sectors as well as the impact of policy in securing the homeland from domestic and international threats and natural disasters.  A compliment to the curriculum is the Department’s Institute for Homeland Security and Workforce Development. Activity within the Institute revolves around the three core components of training, research and education to create a workforce that is highly educated regarding security issues and better able to protect the nation. 
Students earning the Bachelor of Science in Criminal Justice must earn 124 credit hours to complete the undergraduate degree.  The concentration in Homeland Security requires the completion of eighteen credit hours as noted below.
