John Jay College of Criminal Justice – Interdisciplinary M.A. Terrorism Certificate Program 

The Center on Terrorism of John Jay College, in collaboration with Graduate Studies, is beginning an interdisciplinary M.A. certificate program in the study of terrorism.  John Jay College students from all fields of study are welcome, but the program will be of particular interest for those in Criminal Justice, Forensic Psychology, and Protection Management.  John Jay College graduate students in good standing are eligible.  All the requirements in the participating student’s departmental concentration must be met in addition to the requirements of the certificate program.  Graduate alumni who have received an M.A. degree from John Jay College are also eligible to enroll in the certificate program.  

The requirement for the completion of the certificate program is participation in the Friday Seminar Series.  These seminars meet on alternate Fridays during the academic year and certificate students must attend regularly.  A student must complete, with a grade of B or better, three courses dealing with terrorism.  The curriculum in terrorism at John Jay is constantly expanding but at the moment relevant courses include:

CRJ 744 Terrorism and Politics

CRJ 746 Terrorism and Apocalyptic Violence

CRJ 816 Hostage Negotiation

CRJ 819 Counter-Terrorism Policy in Criminal Justice   

PSY 817 The Psychology of Terrorism

PSY 806 Psychology of Cults

At times there will be readings courses on specialized topics under the direction of interested faculty.  Students may also take courses at other CUNY with the approval of the director of the Center on Terrorism.  

Students successfully completing the M.A. degree and the requirements in the program will be granted a certificate by the college honoring their work and recognizing their knowledge.  Completion of the program will also be noted on the student’s transcript.  

John Jay College of Criminal Justice is accredited by the Middle States Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools.
