Purdue Homeland Security Institute – Homeland Security Specialization

The Homeland Security Institute at Purdue University is investigating the development of a homeland security curriculum, offering an “Area of Specialization in Homeland Security.”  The concept is being explored at three different degree levels: BS, MS, and Ph.D.  Students who complete a required set of core courses in the homeland security specialization would earn degrees in their respective fields with the specialization entered into his/her transcript.  Homeland security specialization courses in areas of research will include engineering, agriculture, economics, nursing, pharmacy, science, technology, liberal arts and veterinary medicine.  Purdue University’s Homeland Security Institute is considering the possibility of classroom-based as well as distance learning formats.
