· explain the broad range of federal policies and procedures enacted since the events of 9/11 and identify the major security problems linked to terrorism;

· summarize the organizations involved in homeland security, how they are organized, how they interrelate and their specific roles;
· explain risk assessment principles in a real world environment;

· identify homeland security grant programs and develop a formal homeland security grant proposal; and

· identify the various templates, tools and formats to evaluate an operation and prepare a Continuity of Operation Plan.
