Kansas City Kansas Community College – Technical Certificate in Homeland Security 

The Kansas City Kansas Community College is offering a Technical Certificate in Homeland Security. The Homeland Security certificate program structures course work in a manner that will allow for the development of knowledge in terrorism and disaster prevention and awareness. It integrates language, science, history, culture and logic into a deconstructive process, which enable the student to deal with the threat of terrorism and disasters within the United States. Upon completion of the certificate program, the student will be able to interact with prevention and response agencies who are dealing with terrorism and disaster response. 
The Certificate in Emergency Management will consist of 5 courses, 3 credits hours each for a total of 15 credit hours.  FEMA course materials used will be enhanced with other resources.  

Transferability to a Four-Year Institution
Since the transferability of courses will vary depending on the specific four-year institution, it is strongly recommended that if students are intending to transfer to a four-year institution, they must consult with the transfer institution and with their respective KCKCC advisor before enrolling in order to determine the transferability of their courses. It is the student’s responsibility to follow the transfer requirements established by his/her transfer institution.

College Requirement

All first time degree-seeking student who score 75 or above on the ACCUPLACER reading exam are required to take HUDV0100, Freshman Orientation (1 credit hour). All degree-seeking students who score below 75 on the ACCUPLACER reading exam will take HUDV101, Strategies for Academic Excellence/Lifelong Learning (2 credit hours).
