Old Dominion University – Homeland Security Graduate Certificate Program 
Old Dominion University, Frank Batten College of Engineering and Technology, College of Business and Public Administration will be offering a Homeland Security Graduate Certificate Program.  The Homeland Security Graduate Certificate Program will provide an educational foundation in homeland security issues and foster an environment for information interchange, cooperation, and collaboration between academic, industry, government, and military organizations.  
1)  Three Week Program for Career Professionals
The program currently under development will allow for either of two possible curricular paths.  The first is an intensive three-week (full day) program that addresses the needs of career professionals who would normally be unable to attend a series of semester long courses.  It is planned that this program will be launched in the Spring of 2006.

2)  Homeland Security Option for Traditional Students
The second curricular path will be designed for more traditional students who wish to pursue a homeland security option as part of their degree effort.  It is anticipated that this option will be based on a 12 credit hour, post bachelor’s certificate.  It is planned that this option will be available starting in the Spring Semester of 2006 and will entail courses in:

= Risk Analysis and Disaster Management (Core)

= Geographic Information Systems and Remote Sensing and Image Processing (Optional)

= Port Operations and Management and Port Planning and Economics (Optional)

= Information Security Management and Financial Systems (Optional)

It is anticipated that other specializations can be proposed and will be allowed upon approval of the Certificate Program Director.
