Anderson University offers a Bachelor of Emergency Services Management with a Concentration in Homeland Security Operations and Administration. The program is designed to provide a comprehensive review of the major components of the United States’ Homeland Security apparatus. The coursework includes studies of existing and emerging threats, the structure and roles and responsibilities of the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and agencies that comprise the DHS; the roles and responsibilities of local, state, tribal, territorial, private sector, and other Federal entities that are stakeholders and/or collaborative parties within the homeland security community, and the laws, authorities, actions, technologies, and processes associated with the nation’s homeland security enterprise. The curriculum has two options. One is a degree completion option for those with an associate’s degree. The other is for those without a degree. Both options are available online, with many courses also offered on campus. The program also offers a concentration in Whole Community Emergency Management.

Anderson University's Bachelor of Emergency Services Management (BESM) degree program is now among the first approved International Association of Emergency Managers (IAEM) partnering institutions and degree programs.  This means that the BESM degree will count toward reducing the emergency management work experience for the Certified Emergency Manager (CEM) credential from three years to two years.
