Everglades University offers a Bachelor of Science Degree with a Major in Crisis and Disaster Management. The program provides students with a broad based knowledge of crisis and disaster management combined with a general education foundation and business and management applications. Emphasis is placed on communication skills, global awareness, management skills, critical thinking, theory, planning, management, response, relief, recovery and specific cases associated with public crises. Graduates of this program will be prepared for productive management careers in the crisis and disaster management environment.

To receive a Bachelor of Science Degree with a major in Crisis and Disaster Management, students must complete 123 credit hours.

General Education Courses (30 Hours)

This lab will take the student deeper into the aspects of our weather through the study and exploration of our atmosphere via an interactive CD-ROM. Topics to be discussed range from cloud formations, and aspects of weather to hurricanes and severe weather situations.
