Fairleigh Dickinson University – Master of Administrative Science with Graduate Certificates
The Master of Administrative Science (MAS) degree is a 30-credit off-campus program structured to meet the career development needs of adult learners working in administrative and professional positions in the private sector, government agencies and nonprofit organizations. Its primary purpose is to enhance the administrative and leadership skills of graduates.  
Special consideration will be given to applicants who have a significant record of relevant professional and/or administrative experience. The program combines both cognitive and affective instruction through case studies, simulations, individual and group exercises, and fieldwork that helps to develop critical managerial effectiveness.
