Oklahoma State University – PhD in Fire and Emergency Management 
The Ph.D. program at Oklahoma State University is designed to produce proficient and active research scholars. Its emphasis is on preparing talented individuals for faculty careers at major, research-oriented, academic institutions. We also welcome applicants whose career interests may lean to either non-academic settings, or academic institutions stressing teaching, but our preparation of, and standards for, of all graduate students are the same. It takes a competent research scholar to maintain currency in the field and thus provide their students or employers with the best contemporary information the discipline has to offer.

Our program is a 60 credit blended program that can be completed online in distance courses as well as in the classroom.  The university requires that a minimum of nine hours must be completed on campus in Stillwater, Oklahoma. This can be accomplished during one-week courses in the summer.

Applications are accepted until March 1st for the following fall or summer semester admission.  The first step in the admission process is to file a graduate application with the OSU Graduate College at http://gradcollege.okstate.edu.  Applicants must submit official transcripts of previous college level work, three letters of recommendation, GRE scores, a resume or curriculum vitae, an essay describing career plans and reason for seeking admission to program, thesis/writing sample, and copies of authored works demonstrating qualifications for admissions.
