Park University’s Hauptmann School for Public Affairs, with its Master of Public Affairs Degree with the Disaster and Emergency Management primary area, also offers a Graduate Certificate in Disaster and Emergency Management.  This certificate is designed for those who already have graduate degrees and wish to expand their understanding of Disaster and Emergency Management, as well as those who have their baccalaureate degree in hand and do not wish to pursue a graduate degree in a disaster field at this time.  
The Disaster and Emergency Management graduate certificate provides enhanced preparation for entering into or advancing within the broad field of disaster and emergency management.  This program of study is comprehensive in its approach and includes policy development, disaster management, hazard mitigation, continuity and recovery of government, and vulnerability reduction.  

Courses/areas of study/skills in the graduate certificate include: two foundation courses (Public Policy and Disaster and either Disaster and Society or Principles of Disaster and Emergency Management) and four theory/integration courses from the following: Global Hazard Reduction; Disaster, Disease, and Public Health; Technology, Accidents, and Organizations; Continuity of Government Organizations; Planning for Emergencies and Disasters; and Government Response to Terrorism.  

This graduate certificate degree program is offered in an on-line format.
