To take the courses, you'll need a VCR (NTSC format), personal computer connected to the Internet and running programs such as Netscape or Internet Explorer, and a touch-tone telephone. Your computer must have the following minimum configuration: 32 MB of RAM or more; 20 MB of available hard disk space; 28.8 kbps modem or better; Windows 95/98/NT, or PowerMac with system 7.5.3 or higher. The six-course (24 credits total) program consists of:

· Emergency Planning & Methodology

· Emergency Operations

· Manmade Hazards

· Emergency Management Law & Regulations

· Counter-Terrorism for the First Responder
