Saint Louis University offers a Graduate Certificate in Emergency Management and Crisis Leadership (EMCL). The EMCL Graduate Certificate Program is designed for entry and mid-level managers as well as for individuals possessing a baccalaureate or advanced degree in another discipline who want to pursue career advancement or improve knowledge, skills, and competence in emergency management and crisis leadership. The program offers flexibility for working professionals who seek additional expertise in their field who, because of job demands, may not wish to enroll in a graduate degree program. Certificate students will focus on such topics as crisis leadership, critical thinking, systems theory and dynamics, and risk assessment as well as other relevant competency- based subject areas. A broad range of electives is available to compliment required courses. The program is structured to further prepare students to advance career opportunities in a variety of high demand preparedness sectors in the public, private, and not-for-profit areas. 
Program delivery is offered through a hybrid of alternative formats, including on-campus day, evening, and weekend courses and technology mediated formats. The Heartland Centers’ Learning Management and WebEx systems are used to provide access to live, archived and online learning modules and lectures that enhance the learning experience.
