The Associate of Applied Science in Homeland Response and Emergency Management (HREM) Degree program provides students with basic theories, applications, and procedures in life-safety and protective services sector. It includes training in homeland security, administration of justice, the Global War on Terrorism, criminal law, and incident management systems. The HREM program is AB-2880 compliant (CA only) and meets the national Private Security Officer Selection and Training Guidelines published by ASIS International. 

The Associate of Applied Science in Homeland Response and Emergency Management Degree program also expands a student's practical understanding of an all-hazards approach to consequence management. This degree program is a four-semester, 72 credit hour program, consisting of 24 modular classes. Within this degree program students will also learn in-depth training in transportation and structural disaster response, weapons of mass destruction, evidence chain-of-custody, crime scene preservation, and private/public sector security cooperative issues. A student also gains basic leadership and management skills through training in public relations, organizational leadership, and emergency communications and planning.

Upon completion of the HREM degree programs, a graduate is trained for life-safety and protective services sector career positions in public sector (such as government, correctional, or public safety) and private sector (such as corporate and private security, commercial loss prevention, hospitality, gaming, entertainment, private investigations, or integrated physical security systems).

Open enrollment classes form every 6 weeks and there are no pre-requisite courses.  The Associate of Applied Science in Homeland Response and Emergency Management Degree program us 100% online [instructor led] and available to students world-wide via the Internet education portal know as Blackboard™.
