Tulane University – Disaster Management Graduate Certificate 

Tulane University is offering a Disaster Management Graduate Certificate.  The certificate program is designed for mid-career professionals that are involved in related careers such as: firefighters, EMS personnel, emergency managers, hospital managers and administrators as well as physicians, nurses, disaster planning coordinators, rescue responders, civil preparedness and mass fatality responders.  The DM certificate is for those individuals who seek additional expertise in their field, but who do not currently have the time to pursue a full masters degree in the topic.  Certificate students will focus on such topics as communications during disasters, issues in population management, the basis of environmental monitoring and human diseases. 

The Disaster Management Graduate Certificate is being offered as a distance learning program.

To obtain the certificate, the student must successfully complete 21 semester credits of graduate course work as listed in the curriculum. Credits can be transferred into the Disaster Management masters degree program if the student meets the admissions standards and is accepted into the program at a later date.
