· Have knowledge of interagency and community-wide participation in planning, coordination and management functions designed to improve emergency management capabilities. 

· Be able to accomplish the goals and objectives of any emergency management program effectively in all environments under direct supervision. 
The Associate of Arts Degree with Emergency Management Administration Emphasis requires 64 credits to complete the program.  Graduates can transfer the entire credits and degree to the University of Nevada, Las Vegas where they will pursue a Bachelor of Science Degree in Public Administration.
