Pierce College – Associates of Arts Degree in Technology (AA-DTA) - Homeland Security Emergency Management 

The Homeland Security Emergency Management (HSEM) associate degree program is designed to prepare the next generation of emergency management and policy leaders with the knowledge and skills they need to improve outcomes in disasters of all types. The 96-credit online program includes instructions in policy as well as planning and operational components of emergency management and homeland security, including opportunities to gain practical experience and work with current incident management technologies. The curriculum provides policy foundations and advances students through core competencies in hazard identification; risk and vulnerability assessment; planning, terrorism; mitigations preparedness, response and recovery; and planning for diverse populations. The degree will prepare students with the competencies to work in an all-hazards preparedness environment, including an understanding of the socioeconomic and cultural diversity issues.

Degree Core Abilities and Outcomes:

Responsibility: Graduates will be able to respond by examining the relationship between self, community, and environments, evaluating potential impacts and consequences of actions, and making choices and contributions based on that examination and evaluation.

Information Competency: Will be able to see, find, evaluate and use information and employ information technology to engage in lifelong learning.

Effective Communication: Able to exchange messages in a variety of contexts using multiple methods.

Multiculturalism: Will demonstrate knowledge of diverse ideas, cultures, and experience and the ability to examine their own attitudes and assumptions in order to engage others with civility and empathy.
